This will be welcome to many
of the individuals & groups BACC works with. We are regularly t  old of consultations that are repeated with
people giving similar messages, sometimes over a period of years, but they don't seem to see any changes”
Another key area for the design of the programme is service use r involvement. It is recognised that people
who use services should play an important role in how they d evelop. BACC believes that this is very important
in the current climate where it is certain that we will see cutb acks. It is vital that people who use services
are able to take part in this difficult process, perhaps communit y involvement and participation is even more
important when tough decisions are needed than at times when  new services are being developed and there
is money to spend.

Supporting People Service User Involvement Group update

BACC continues to work in partnership with the council
to improve and develop service user involvement in the
Supporting People programme and the housing-with-
support projects funded by the programme.

The Supporting People Service User Involvement group
has now met 25 times since February 2008, with more
than 50 people who use a variety of supported housing
projects having attended each of the last 2 meetings.
Since November a committee has been established
which is made up of representatives of the group who
attend a variety of strategic meetings including the
Commissioning Body, Strategic Core Group, and the
Provider Forum. The aim of the committee is to make
service user involvement more effective and for the
reps to consult with a wider group of service users on
issues that are to be considered at future strategic
meetings. Recent consultations that have taken place at
service user involvement group meetings include:

Issues people found when working & claiming
housing benefit while living in supported housing.
What projects can do to increase their service
users knowledge of complaints procedures and
how to make these easier for people to use.
Offender services

In early 2010 Supporting People distributed a survey to

people using the services they fund — over 2,300 people
completed the questionnaire and this has given a lot of
information that can be used to help improve services.

On June 29t there will be a meeting for service users
to develop an action plan to prioritise improvements and
developments to services over the next year or so, using

the information from the survey & issues raised at
service user involvement meetings.

In March 2010 service users were trained to become

peer reviewers. They have now joined the existing team

and are beginning to take part in reviewing and
inspecting services.

Disability Awareness Days at High Crags School-Windhil | Shipley

During the summer of 2009, Peter Warwick, a BACC
Trustee, was asked to become a Community Governor for
High Crags Primary School in Shipley. A post he was
more than happy to accept.

Before his first Governor!s meeting Peter talked to Phil
Cutler of Bradford Alliance on Community Care, Sue
Haddock of Bradford Social Services and Paul Anderson
of Contact to ask their advice about disabled people
giving talks to the pupils at the school, thus creating
awareness on disability and how it effects their
everyday lives. They all agreed it was an excellent idea
to pursue.

Peter then contacted Nisa Almas also of B.A.C.C., and

together they approached 3 disabled people from the
Disabled People's Forum (a group Peter and Nisa are
already involved with) who have already given similar
presentations.

Peter then brought the idea forward to the governing
body of the school and after their agreement Peter and
Nisa met four presenters who had different disabilities
and had offered to talk to the children aged from 5 — 11.
The presenters were Trevor (who uses a wheelchair
everyday as he has no legs), Linda (who is blind and has
a guide dog-called Vinnie), and Susie and Craig, both of
whom are deaf and use British Sign Language.



Black Health Forum Away Day

Monday 17" May
2010 at the African
and Caribbean

Learning Centre, the
Black Health Forum
(BHF) held its third

away day. The away
day was organised
following a discussion
with members at a

previous Black Health Forum meeting.

It was suggested that in order for the Forum to apply
for funding or have some direction on what it wants to
do, then an away day was needed with an outside
facilitator to coordinate the day.

Thirteen members attended on the day with the hope
that the outcome will produce clear action plans.

The aims of the day:
To review the work of the Forum to date
To consider whether the work of the Forum is still
relevant
To consider the structure and operation of the Forum
and whether this is fit for purpose.
To examine the external environment in which the
Forum operates and how this has changed and how
best to respond to these changes.

Each presenter visited the school and delivered a one
hour awareness session. At each visit the pupils enjoyed
every minute of the talks as well as the presenters.

Below are some of the feedback we received from the
children who attended the sessions:

#| enjoyed meeting the blind person and found it funny
when she poured water over Peter# Catlin aged 7

# | enjoyed it when the deaf person taught us the
rainbow song in Sign Language#

# | learnt that if you have no legs you can still swim#
Leighton aged 8

All the children have said the most important lesson we
learnt about people with disabilities is that their
disability does not stop them doing things or enjoying
life.

If the work of the Forum is still considered
necessary, to create an action plan setting out the
way forward.

Following a number group activities and discussions
the following action points were agreed.

Actions
Have a planning meeting in June to set up new
steering committee and to look at roles and
responsibilities i.e. Chair, Vice Chair, Secretary and
Treasurer.
Skills audit to be sent out to all members in order to
gain insight of members skills
To start looking for new sources of funding once the
re-structuring is completed
To hold a larger public meeting to invite a wider
community
October/November 2010, launch the new structure
and give the community the opportunity express
their views on where they feel the health inequalities
are and what they think the Black Health Forum
should be focusing on.
The launch will also be an opportunity to celebrate 10
years of the Black Health Forum, which was started
in 2000, so please watch this space.

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Meeting a Growing Need

The Down To Earth allotment project celebrated the
anniversary of a successful first year by launching our
involvement in the Chelsea flower show "

Down to Earth(DTE) is a partnership project, jointly led by
BACC!s PATH project (Proactive Approach To Health), a
Homeless Inclusion initiative funded by NHS Bradford and
Airedale, and Keyhouse; a homeless organisation based in
Bradford. We contributed to the “Places of Change” garden at
Chelsea, which is a National project organised jointly by the
Eden Project and Homeless Link.

Led by lan Fallon, an allotments development worker from K eyhouse, and using the enthusiasm of homeless
volunteers and the tireless support of Quarton Preston, currently employed by BACC as a Future Jobs Fund worker
on the PATH project, DTE grew over 400 plants for the Chels ea show. Additionally we contributed three mosaics
which were done by homeless men from New Cross Street ho stel and other vulnerable groups, including vulnerable
women from Bradford Together Women Project. These visually stunn  ing outdoor mosaics were developed in
concert with Artworks (many thanks to Yvonne Slater, the pro ject development manager for PATH and Francis
Taylor, the mosaic artist from Artworks, for their joint work).

DTE also took a group of 14 people down to London to assis t
at the “Places of Change” garden, and to take part in a
variety of organised activities, which included visits to Kew
Gardens and the National History Museum. The weekend trip
was enjoyed by all who went and was an uplifting and
educational experience for everyone involved.

The PATH project would like to thank all our active partners;

particularly Bradford Community Environment Project
(BCEP), whose expertise and support has been invaluable, along side a range of other projects such as Horton
Housing Association, the Salvation Army, and Bradford Working Womenls  Service.

DTE offers an innovative project free of charge to

homeless/vulnerable service users; gardening not only delivers
direct improvement of physical health, but has mental health
benefits too.

Next year, we will not be resting on our laurels and we hopet o build
on what we have achieved thus far by expanding into more areas of
Bradford. Keyhouse, along with BACC, are now exploring avenues
of funding to meet the ‘growing need! (sorry, couldn!t resis t) for
more gardening to improve the health of homeless people”
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
